AUDIENCE IMPACT

Upon its opening, the 550-seat ECPA will generate significant
economic impact. Study results show each ticket sold will
contribute $266 to EImhurst businesses for overnight guests and
$65 for day visitors. This amounts to substantial spending in
restaurants, bars, retail stores/services, and hotels.

Top Reasons to Support the Arts

® Arts unify communities. 72% of Americans believe “the arts unify our communities regardless of age, race, and ethnicity” and
73% agree that the arts “helps me understand other cultures better’—a perspective observed across all demographic and
economic categories.

@ Artsimprove academic performance. Students engaged in arts learning have higher GPAs, standardized test scores, and
college-going rates as well as lower drop-out rates. These academic benefits are reaped by students across all socio-economic
strata. 91% of Americans believe that arts are part of a well-rounded K-12 education.

@ Arts for the health and well-being of our military. The arts heal the mental, physical, and moral injuries of war for military service
members and Veterans, who rank the creative arts therapies in the top four (out of 40) interventions and treatments. Across the
military continuum, the arts promote resilience during pre-deployment, deployment, and the reintegration of military
servicemembers, Veterans, their families, and caregivers into communities.

@ Artsimprove individual well-being. 81% of the popuation says the arts are a “positive experience in a troubled world,” 69% of
the population believe the arts “lift me up beyond everyday experiences,” and 73% feel the arts give them “pure pleasure to
experience and participate in.”

@ Arts strengthen the economy.! The nation’s arts and culture sector—nonprofit, commercial, education—is an $919.7 billion
industry that supports 5.2 million jobs. That is 4.3% of the nation’s economy—a larger share of GDP than powerhouse sectors
such as agriculture, transportation, and construction. The arts have a $33 billion international trade surplus. The arts also
accelerate economic recovery: a growth in arts employment has a positive and causal effect on overall employment.

ECPA will feature nationally recognized talent in theatre, music, comedy, and dance
performances. Additionally, there are approximately 28 theatre, dance, and comedy
groups in EImhurst and the surrounding area who perform in churches, schools, and bars.

The Location

Easy Transportation & Parking
Q There is a significant surrounding area population of over 3.2 million residents within a 30-minute drive with excellent train
and auto access. There will be significant demand from Chicago and the broader regional area given the role that EImhurst
plays in the region. Over 1500 free parking spaces in existing garages and lots within a block of the facility, making parking

easy and accessible.

Highly Educated
v Over half of EImhurst’s population over 25 years old (62%) hold a Bachelor’s degree or higher, compared to 38% in lllinois.
A strong correlation exists nationally between education level and performing arts attendance.

Disposable Income

Elmhurst’s significant median household income of nearly $128,000, indicates disposable income is available for non-essential
E items and activities, including arts and entertainment. Household income is a key predictor of art’s participation. EImhurst’s

higher median household income paired with a very involved community in the arts seems to be the quintessential population

base for supporting a performing arts center.
